Fundraising
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Reporting Child Abuse and Neglect
in Schools

All staff within the SLLIS community — and any school community
— are mandated reporters by the State of Missouri. This means that
if a student tells a staff member about abuse or neglect that
happened or is happening to them, or physical marks are shown to
a staff member, the staff member is legally required by the State to
report it to the Child Abuse and Neglect Hotline. Child abuse is
defined as any physical injury, sexual abuse, or emotional abuse
inflicted on a child other than by accidental means. Neglect is
defined as the failure to provide proper or necessary support,
education, nutrition, medical, surgical, or other care necessary for
the child’s well being.

As stated in the SLLIS Student and Family Policies Handbook
(pages 41-44), school personnel will not notify the student’s parents
that a report has been made if, in the judgment of school officials,
notifying the parent could jeopardize the health or safety of the
student. The Head of School or School Social Worker will make
the report to the Child Abuse and Neglect Hotline. If neither party
is able to do so, the employee is legally required to make the call
him/herself, and the Head of School or School Social Worker will
be notified. It is not the job of school staff to be detectives, but
rather to fulfill the legal requirement and report the concern.
Therefore, in no event will a case of child abuse, either evident or
suspect, go unreported.

It is important to know that most cases of child abuse and neglect
that are reported result in a visit from a Children’s Division worker
with the child(ren) and parent(s), which is followed by the offering
of resources and extra support for the family, not the removal of the
child from the home.

SLLIS Late Fee Policy

Reporte de Abuso y Negligencia
Infantil en las Escuelas

Todo el personal dentro de la comunidad SLLIS - y cualquier otra
comunidad de la escuela - estan obligadas a reportar por el Estado de
Missouri. Esto significa que si un alumno le dice a un miembro del
personal de maltrato o descuido que pas6 o esta pasando a ellos, o
marcas fisicas se muestran a un miembro del personal, el funcionario
tiene la obligacion legal por el Estado para que informe al Abuso y
Negligencia Infantil a la Linea Directa. El maltrato infantil se define
como cualquier lesién fisica, abuso sexual, o abuso emocional
infligido a un niflo que no sea por medio accidental. La negligencia se
define como la incapacidad de proporcionar el apoyo adecuado o
necesario, la educacidn, la nutricién, cuidado médico, quirargico o de
otra indole necesarias para el bienestar del nifio.

Como se indica en el Manual de SLLIS para la Familia y estudiante
(paginas 41-44), el personal escolar no notificard a los padres del
estudiante el informe que se ha hecho si, a juicio de las autoridades
escolares, notificar a los padres podrian poner en peligro la salud o la
seguridad de el estudiante. El Director o Trabajadora Social de la
Escuela hara el informe a la linea de Abuso y Negligencia Infantil. Si
ninguna de las partes esta en condiciones de hacerlo, el trabajador
tiene la obligacion legal de hacer la llamada él / ella misma, y el
Director de la Escuela o el trabajador social escolar sera notificado.
No es el trabajo del personal de la escuela para ser detectives, sino
mas bien para cumplir con los requisitos legales e informar de la
preocupacion. Por lo tanto, en ninguna situacion, un caso de abuso
infantil, ya sea evidente o sospecha, dejara de ser denunciado.

Es importante saber que la mayoria de los casos de abuso y
negligencia infantil que se reportan tienen como resultado una visita
de la Division de Nifios con el nifio (s) y padre (s), y es seguido por el
ofrecimiento de recursos y apoyo adicional para el familia, no la
separacion del niflo de la casa.
